 At National Symposium this summer NAWGJ is going to honor several retired judges.  Karen Wisen has been suggested for Region 2. Ann would like states to send her a list and then one will be chosen to be honored by the national office.  This year all the SJD’s did lots of training and testing.

International trip: last year the trip was opened to those who wanted to go and the gymnasts paid their own way. Linda reported the trip was a very educational experience. They went to Guatemala. 8 gymnasts went from Level 8 to Level 10. The got to see Mayan ruins, climbed a volcano, as well as competed.  The meet had 7 countries and we were top stars. This year the region will consider another trip again if we collect enough money to help off set costs. Linda suggests we stay in South America, Central America or Puerto Rico since they are countries that use our rules and less expensive.

 State Reports:

· Montana: They had a great state meet with more optional kids than ever. They are improving. There is a new club in Helena. 

· Washington: The state meet was a success. Washington coaches would like to have the judges on the state meet be published. Meg will check on the legality of this issue. 

· Alaska: The 2010 state clinic is June 4-6. They will have 4 clinicians including Tom Koll, Li Lu from Emerald City.  They had their largest state meet with 227 gymnasts levels 4- 10. At the state meet Babe Cassel was honored.  After 32 years, Babe Cassel is retiring and moving to North Dakota. Paul Gebauer will be taking over for her. 

· Idaho: State clinic was a huge success with 4 states taking part.  The state has been purchasing leos for the girls going on to the regional meet.  Additional funds are going into expanding our state clinic.   

· Hawaii: 100 gymnasts were in the optional state meet. The fall compulsory state meet had 250 gymnasts. Due to the number of available judges, HI would like other states to be 2 weeks instead of 3 weeks out for regionals.  This would allow Hi to use mainland regional judges on their meet.  

· Oregon: no report.

Regional Congress: Discussion was held on whether or not we should offer a boys track. Meg will check with the National Office.
