a) Minutes from the meeting held on March 31, 2016 were approved on line.  The National Office made two changes to the minutes, basically removing discussion of issues from the body of the document.  Marian reminded State Chairmen that their agendas must be submitted to her and approved prior to state committee meetings.
b) Financial report: Marian handed out the financial summary for fiscal year 2015-2016.  Notes to the financial report are as follows: 

a. Region 2 must donate $300 each to the hosts of Level 9 Westerns and Level 10 Nationals to help defray the costs of hosting those meets.

b. Apparel: Region 2 pays for leotards for Level 9 Westerns and for the apparel for the Level 10 National alternates from the region who end up competing.

c) Apparel:

a.  Marian suggested using an Under-Armour on-line store for coaches’ apparel: the proposal will allow coaches to buy only the apparel they need (example: coach has one gymnast competing at Westerns – they need to buy apparel for the day she competes only).  Marian also suggest allowing coaches to purchase apparel in the style they like as long as they conform to the color selected for the day.

b. Sandy agreed to coordinate an apparel committee consisting of herself, Josh Burnham and Molly Gill. 

c. Under-Armour will rebate $5.00 of each purchase to the region.

d. Region 2’s color for the next four years is “Ocean Blue”.
e. Apparel on-line store will be open to parents.  Level 8 team parents will be encouraged to purchase a shirt in support of their state’s team at the on-line store. 

f. Logos developed must follow USA-Gymnastics guidelines.  Some region committee members were interested in developing a new logo, which must be used for a minimum of a year.  Each state chairman was encouraged to find one or more graphic designers who would be interested in volunteering logo designs.  These are due by the last week in August. 

d) Age group Notifications: Marian advised State Chairmen to expect a first draft for Level 9 & 10 age groups around March 1st with a second request two weeks later.  The goal is to get out the final age groups before state meets.  

e) Level 10 entry fees are paid by the region: the committee elected not to revisit paying Level 9 entry fees until the region’s bank account improves.

f) Regional Congress: Black Hills Gymnastics in Olympia, WA has volunteered to host the Regional Congress.  Dates suggested to us by USA Gymnastics were July 1 & 2, 2017.  Proximity of these dates to the Fourth of July holiday was noted as a factor that would probably cause the region to have poor attendance.  Marian will check on other date options with the National Office: the last weekend in June (6/24-25/2017) was generally accepted as being a big improvement. Each state is to send Marian a list of possible clinicians, including those for Recreational gymnastics, Junior Olympic, XCEL, dance, business, etc.).  A live Safety Certification course conducted by Debbie Anderson was suggested as a possibility.  *Note the date was set as June 24-25, 2017.
g) RTC Report: Discussion of whether or not there should be a regional-level policy if more than half the judges at a meet are from one gym.  

Motion: Dianne Palmer moved to make this issue a states’ rights issue.

Second: Pam Zak

Motion approved unanimously.

h) XCEL Report: Claudia Kretschmer advises that when transitioning from the JO Program to the XCEL program that age is the determining factor. Athletes must first meet age requirements before choosing the appropriate Division to enter.  Gymnasts entering the XCEL program from other programs must start at Bronze or Silver and test up, but could also petition into Gold.  Claudia also recommended having a declaration date for XCEL versus JO (can only do one state meet). 
Dianne Palmer: The MAC club will host an XCEL clinic that will have games and pizza as well as gymnastics for a cost per gymnast of $65.00.  This clinic is in two weeks and at this point 18 gymnasts have signed up.  A second clinic will be held at Dynamic gymnastics in Spokane over the weekend of 9/24-25/2016.

i) RACC report: Changes to the Club directory are due to Marian by September 1, 2016.  She hopes to hand out copies at High Tech Camp in November.  She is also working on the Handbook – handbooks must be reviewed at the National level to ensure no conflict with either the Operating Code or the Rules and Policies.  Marian would also like the Region 2 committee to work on a contract that would be signed with the gym selected to host regional meets.  This committee would establish parameters that must be met in order for a gym to be eligible to host. Marian also reminded State Chairmen to review the requirements for the Dick Mulvihill award and to forward the names of gymnastics professionals who might be a candidate for that award. 
j) RJD report: Ann reported that the Level 8 All Star meet generated a profit to her office of $1800.00.  She endorsed the continued use of the Regional Meet application forms, but advised making it clear to judge-applicants that each state makes its own recommendation.

k) RJOCC report: the international trip was cancelled when potential participants found out that the only expense paid for by the region was the meet entry fee.  

Motion: Dianne Palmer moved to cancel the international trip for next year.

Second: Molly Gill

Alaska – New SJD in state and also new gym in Sitka, AK.

Hawaii – Nothing to report

Idaho – Having a clinic at the end of September with morning lectures on topics suggested by coaches and afternoon work sessions with gymnasts levels 6 to 10.  All 9’s and 10’s invited and the top 10 in state meet from levels 6 – 8 are invited.  Other categories with Hot Shots who can prove skills and “wild cards”.  They charge $250.00 per weekend and that includes a leotard.  Gyms can bring all their staff (including recreational) to the clinic for a flat fee of $300 per gym.

Washington – nothing to report.
